























PARTII Reservahons in the Landowner on the Fasement Area Subject to the nghts, title, and interest
conveyed by this easement deed to the United States, the Landowner reserves

A, Tatle, Record utle, along with the Landowner's right to convey, transfer, and otherwise
alienate title to these reserved nghts

B. Quiet Enjoyment. The nght of quiet enjoyment of the nights reserved on the easement area
C. Control of Access. The right to prevent wespass and control access by the general public

D. Recreational Uses. The night to undeveloped recreational uses, mcluding hunung and fishung, and
including leasing of such nghts for economuc gawm, pursuant to applicable State and Federal regulatons that may be
m effect at the time

E. Suhsurface Resources. The night to o4, gas, minerals, and geothermal resources underlymg the
easement area, provided that any drilling or muning acuvities are to be located outside the boundanes of the
easement area unless acttvines within the boundanes are specified m accordance wath the terms and condinons of

PART ITI. Qbligations of the Landowner The Landowner shall comply with all terms and conditions of thus
easement, wcluding the following

A. Prolshittons Unless authorized as a comparible use under Part IV, 1t 1s expressly understood that the
nghts to the following acuvites and uses have been acquired by the Unuted States and are prohibited of the
Landowner on the easement area.

1. haying, mowing or seed harvestng for any reason,

2 altenng of grassland, woodland, wildlife habitat or other natural features by burning, digging,
plowmng, disking, cutting or otherwise destroymg the vegetative cover,

3 dumping refuse, wastes, sewage or other debns,

4 harvestng wood products,

S dramung, dredging, channeling, filhng, levelmg, pumpmg, diking, mpoundmg or related
activities, as well as altering or tampermg with water control structures or devices,

6 divernng or causing or pernuthng the diversion of surface or underground water into, within or
out of the easement area by any means,

7 building or placing buildings or structures on the easement arsa,

8 planting or harvesting any crop, and

9 grazing or allowng Livestock on the easemnent area

B. Noxious plants and pests The Landowner 1s responsible for noxious weed control and emergency
control of pests as required by all Federal, State and local laws A plan to control noxious weeds and pests must be
approved m wntng by the NRCS pnor to implementation by the Landowner

C. Fences Except for establishment cost incurred by the Umited States and replacement cost not due to
the Landowner's neghgence or malfeasance, all other costs mvolved m mamtenance of fences and sumilar facilities
to exclude Livestock shall be the responsibility of the Landowner

D Taxes The Landowner shall pay any and all real property and other taxes and assessments, 1f any,
which may be levied against the land.

E. Reporting. The Landowrer shall report to the NRCS any condinons or events which may adversely
affect the wetland, wildlife, and other natural values of the easement area.



A. General, The United States may authonze, 1 wrniting and subject to such terms and condittons the
NRCS may prescribe at 1ts discrenon, the use of the easement area for compatible economic uses, mcluding, but not
hmited to, managed ttmber harvest, periodic haying, or grazing

B. Limitatons., Compatible use authornzanons will only be made if such use 1s consistent with the long-
term protection and enhancement of the wetland and other natural values of the easement area The NRCS shall
prescribe the amount, method, trmng, intensity, and duration of the compatible use

PART Y. Rughts of the T/mited States The nights of the United States include

A. Management achvities, The Unated States shall have the nght to enter unto the easement area to
undertake, at 1ts own expense or on a cost share basis with the Landowner or other ennty, any activities to restore,
protect, manage, maintain, enhance, and momtor the wetland and other natural values of the easement area The
Umuted States, at 1ts own cost, may apply to or mmpound additional waters on the easement area 1n order to mamtain
or umprove wetland and other naturaj values

B. Access. The United States has a nght of reasonable ingress and egress to the easement area over the
Landowner's property, whether or not the property 1s adjacent or appurtenant to the easement area, for the exercise
of any of the nghts of the Umted States under this easement deed The authorized representatives of the Uruted
tates may utilize vehicles and other reasonable modes of wansportaunon for access purposes

C. Easement Vlanagement. The Secretary of Agniculture, by and through the NRCS may delegate all or
part of the management, monitoring or enforcement responsibilittes under this easemnent to any entity authorized by
law that the NRCS detenmnes to have the appropnate authority, expertise and resources necessary (o carry out such
delegated responsibiliies  State or federal agencies may uplize their general statutory authorities in the
admunistration of any delegated management, momtoring or enforcement responsibilines for this easement. The
authonty to modify or termunate this easement (16 US C § 3837e(b)) 1s reserved to the Secretary of Agnculture i
accardance with applicable law

D. Violatons and Remedies - Enforcement The Parties agree that this easernent de=d may be
mtroduced m any enforcement proceeding as the stpulation of the Parties hereto  If there 1s any failure of the
Landowner to comply with any of the provisions of this easement deed, the United States or other delegated
authority shall have any legal or equitable remedy provided by law and the night

1. To enter upon the easement area to perform necessary work for prevention of or remediation of
damage to wetland or other natural values, and,

2. To assess all expenses mcurred by the United States (mncludmg any legal fees or attorney fees)
agamnst the Landowner, to be owed immediately to the United States

PART V1. General Provisions,

A. Successars 1o Interest The rights granred to the Umnuted States shall accrue to any of 1ts agents,
successors, or assigns All obligations of the Landowner under ttus easement deed shall also bind the Landowner's
heurs, successors, agents, assigns, lessees, and any other person claimmng under them Al the Landowners who are
parties to this easement deed shall be jomntly and severally hable for complhiance with 1ts terms

B. Rules of Construction and Special Provisions. Al nights in the easement area not reserved by the
Landowner shall be deemed acquired by the United States  Any ambiguities m thus easement deed shall be
construed 1n favor of the Uruted States to effect the wetland and conservanon purposes for which this easement deed
1s bewg acquired The property nights of the Unuted States acquired under this easement shall be unaffected by any
subsequent amendments or repeal of the Wetlands Reserve Program If the Landowner recerves the cons:deraticn
for thus easement 1n installments, the Parties agree that the conveyance of thus easement shall be totally effecave
upon the payment of the first mstallment



PART VTI, Specal Provisions (ifany).

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD, th:s Warranty Easement Deed 1s granted to the United States of Amenca and
its successors and assigns forever The Landowner cavenants that he, she or they are vested with good ttle to the
easement area and will warrant and defend the same on behalf of the United States against all claims and demands
The Landowner covenants to comply with the terms and condinions enumerated 1 this document for the use of the
easement area and adjacent lands for access, and to refram from any activity not specifically allowed or that1s
mconsistent with the purposes of this easement deed
