How to Use 511 
 

Simply dial “5-1-1” from a landline or cell phone to get information and plan alternate routes. This service 
provides up-to-the minute travel times and incident reports for select area roads as well as public safety 
alerts, daily major event information and schedules, and mass transit information.

511 to help you plan. Motorists are urged to use their cell phones only 
when parked, unless a hands-free device is available.
