AN ORDINANCE OF HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY FLORIDA,
AMENDING ORDINANCE 04-02, WHICH RELATES TO AND
REGULATES THE USE OF BURGLAR/ROBBERY ALARM
SYSTEMS; PROVIDING FOR AN INCREASE IN THE FINE
SCHEDULE FOR FALSE ALARMS; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, there are presently in use within the unincorporated areas of
Hillsborough County certain privately owned hardware and other radio and electronically
controlled Alarm Systems; and

WHEREAS, the Alarm Systems exist as a private contractual relationship for
mutual gain between Alarm Businesses and Alarm Users; and

WHEREAS, no contractual or legal relationship exists between law enforcement
and Alarm Users related to the Alarm Systems; and

WHEREAS, a five-year history of alarm calls received by the Hillsborough
County Sheriff’s Office consistently exceeds 60,000 calls for service annually resulting
from the activation of Alarm Systems while consistently exceeding 96% of those calls
being False Alarms; and

WHEREAS, during the year 2002 the Sheriff’s Office received 63,326 calls for
service resulting from activation of Alarm Systems with 61,512 or 97% being the result
of False Alarms; and

WHEREAS, these Alarm Systems are causing substantial misuse of the
manpower and resources of the Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office by causing the
dispatch of patrol units to the scene of numerous False Alarms thus removing them from
patrol and causing them to be out of service when a true need or emergency situation
could exist; and

WHEREAS, the high incidence of False Alarms is deemed to be obstructive of
efficient law enforcement protection; and

WHEREAS, dispatching and responding to False Alarms creates an unnecessary
financial burden on the taxpayers of Hillsborough County; and
