The purpose of this Ordinance iz “._to
secure the public safety, health and gpeneral welfare of the citizens of
Hillsborough Covmty, Florida.™ This Crdinsnce regulates the
conditien of the property mchiding overgrown conditions,
accmamlations of junk, frash or debris, the storage of inoperabla
wehicles, and various other nuisance conditions, as well as the
conditions of all buildings or stucnres located on the property.

Q. What is overgrowth?

Crverprowih is defined by the Connty as the growth of grass, weeds
of imderbrush in a height exceeding ten {10} inches within two-
bumudred (20400 feer of 3 building, soucmire, recreational area, or sest
right-of-way and iz determuined by the Connry to create 3 onisance
fior the surmounding cormmnnity.

inoperable vehicle as one which .. is in & state of disrepair and or

incapable of being moved under its own powsar.™

Q. What other things are considered to
be a nuisance?

Muisamces are intenfionally given a very broad definision, as the

intent is to address comditions that affecr the public’s safery, health

or zeneral welfare. A misance can mean:

“amy maisance as defined by law, or amy attractive
waisance thar may be demimental to children whether in
or near a building or upon an oo cupied lot. This
includes, bur is not limited o, abandoned wells,
exCavaiens, unclean swimming pools; abandoned
iceboxes, refrigerators and motor vehicles; strocrurally
mnsonnd fences or stroctures, lumber, trash, debris;
umsanitary conditions or anything offsnsive to the senzes
or dangerous 1o health, including the ermizsion of odors,
sewage, human waste, Bguids, gases, dost, smoks,
vibration or noiss, or whatever may render air, food, or
drink defrimental to the health of humean bemes; physical
conditions suwch s, b not lmired o, ofd, dilapidaed,
shandoned scrap or metal, paper, buildins materizls and
equipment, bottles, glass, appliances, firniture, rags.
rubber, motor wehicles, and parts thereof, and plysical
conditions posing fire hazards, physical conditions posing
& hazard, such as, bar not limited to, dead or dareszed
“‘Eﬁ.“

Q. What parts of a building are regulated
by this Ordinance?

In 2 word -all. This Ordinance requires that all “ . buildings,
siraciures and parts thereof shall be mamtamed in soumd condition
eood working order, and in a safe and sawitary marmer.” Specific
regulamons are mchided to address roofs, walls, windows, fite
safery, mohils homes, and mnch more. Hillshorough Coumty’s
