WHEREAS , the LMS 2009 Update has been prepared pursuant to 44 CFR Sec . 
201.6(d)(3); and, 

WHEREAS , the LMS 2009 Update has received the conditional approval by 
FEMA and the State Division of Emergency Management; and 

WHEREAS, the State and Federal conditional approval of the LMS 2009 Update 
wi 11 become final upon adoption by the Board of County Commissioners ; and 

WHEREAS , the Federal Emergency Management Agency ("FEMA") operates 
the National Flood Insurance Program ("NFIP") ; and 

WHEREAS, the LMS 2009 Update addresses hazard mitigation concerns from 
the standpoint of Hillsborough County's participation in the NFIP ; and 

WHEREAS, the LMS 2009 Update continues to serve as the floodplain 
management plan and to address repetitive flood loss properties ; and 

WHEREAS, the LMS 2009 update may require future amendments to address 
changes in Federal floodplain regulations or programs; and 

WHEREAS , the NFIP's Community Rating System ("CRS") is a voluntary 
incentive program that recognizes and encourages community floodplain management 
activities that exceed the minimum NFIP requirements; and 

WHEREAS, flood insurance premium rates are discounted to reflect the reduced 
flood risk resulting from the community actions which meet the CRS's goals of flood loss 
reduction, accurate insurance rate facilitation and the promotion of the awareness of flood 
insurance; and 

WHEREAS, Hillsborough County is nationally ranked within the top three (3) 
percent of communities participating in the CRS; and 

WHEREAS, the LMS 2009 Update serves as a guidance for the Hillsborough 
County Post-Disaster Redevelopment Plan; and 

WHEREAS , the LMS 2009 Update works in concert with Ordinance 93-20, 
which establishes mitigation efforts following a storm event; and 

WHEREAS, the LMS Working Group is required by Florida Administrative Code 
9G-22 and has a membership which is approved annually by the Board of County 
Commissioners; and 



WHEREAS, the LMS 2009 Update incorporates the local Citizen Corps Council 
membership into the LMS process; and 

WHEREAS , public meetings were held to receive public comment and 
recommendations for the LMS 2009 Update; and 

WHEREAS, the LMS 2009 Update was developed by Hillsborough County, the 
City of Plant City, the City of Tampa, the City of Temple Terrace, community interests, 
stakeholders, and the communitywide Local Mitigation Strategy Working Group; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed LMS 2009 Update has been filed with the Ex-Officio 
Clerk of the Board of County Commissioners of Hil1sborough County, Florida, and by 
this reference is made a part hereof; and
