Notes:

1.

The following list of Alternates provides only rudimentary description of each of the Alternates and
may not describe all of the associated work of the Alternate. The CM shall refer to the Construction
Document Package (drawings and specifications). The CM must provide a complete and fully
functional and operational system or work that meet the intend of the described Alternate.

2. The price for accepted Alternates listed below deducts from or adds to the Guaranteed Maximum
Construction Price (GMCP). Adjustments to the GMPC for the Alternates shall not revise the
Contingencies and Allowance amounts.

3. The letter “A” represents an Alternate item that has been accepted by the County and the
Professional, and incorporated into the Work and the GMCP.

LIST OF ALTERNATES:

Alternate No.1, Carpet Resilient and Vinyl Base,

GMP: Provide carpet flooring, resilient floor tile & vinyl base as indicated in
the Architectural Drawings and Specifications Sections 09660 & 09680.

Deductive Alternate: Provide a credit to delete the carpet flooring and resilient
floor tile &vinyl base. The carpet flooring, and resilient floor tile & vinyl base will
be provided by the County under this alternate

2. Alternate No.2, Site Lighting:
GMP: Provide Site lighting as shown on electrical drawing sheet no. E1.1.
Deductive Alternate: Provide a credit to delete all pole mounted site lighting.
Provision of underground electrical conduits, stub outs with pull strings at the
proposed light poles locations, including other related electrical work shall
remain as part of the GPM.

3. Alternate No.3, LIGHTNING PROTECTION:

GMP: Provide lightning protection as shown on electrical drawing sheet no.
E4.2.

Deductive Alternate: Provide a credit to delete lightning protection in its
entirety

SECTION 09521 - ACOUSTICAL WALL PANELS
(MECHANICAL ROOM)
PART 1 - GENERAL
1.01  DESCRIPTION
A Scope:

1. Provide all labor, equipment and materials necessary to install acoustical wall
panels, including all accessories, to all wall surfaces in all Mechanical Rooms
shown on Drawings.

1.02 QUALITY ASSURANCE
A Fire Performance Characteristics:

1. Provide acoustical wall panels with surface-burning characteristics as indicated

below, as determined by testing assemblies composed of materials and backings

identical to those required in this section, per ASTM E 84, by a testing
organization acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction.

a. Flame Spread: 25 or less.
b. Smoke Developed: 450 or less.
B. Single Source Responsibility for Acoustical Wall Panels:
1. Obtain each type of acoustical wall panel from a single source with resources to

provide products of consistent quality in appearance and physical properties
without delaying the progress of the work.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS
2.01  ACOUSTICAL WALL PANELS, GENERAL

A. Fabricate panels to sizes and configurations indicated; attach facing materials to cores to
produce installed panels with visible surfaces fully covered and free from wrinkles, sags,
blisters, seams, adhesive or other foreign matter.

B. Sound Absorption Performance: Provide acoustical wall panels with minimum noise
reduction coefficients (NRC) indicated determined by testing per ASTM C 423 for
mounting type specified under individual product requirements.

C. Colors, Textures and Patterns: Where manufacturer's standard material is indicated,
provide acoustical wall panels faced with manufacturer's material complying with the
following requirements:

1. Provide selections made by Architect from manufacturer’s full range of standard
colors, textures and patterns for products of type indicated.

BACK-MOUNTED ACOUSTICAL WALL PANELS

A

Basis of Design: Tectum Panels as manufactured by Tectum, Inc. or approved equal.
1. Panel Size: 2" thick x 12 feet high x 4 feet wide (cut to fit).
2. Edge and Corner Detail: Square.

Back-Mounting Accessories: Manufacturer's standard or recommended accessories for
securely mounting panels of type and size indicated to substrates provided and
complying with the following requirements:

1. Mechanically Mounted Edge-Reinforced Panels: Metal panel clip and base support
bracket system and consisting of 2-part panel clips, with one part of each clip
mechanically attached to back of panel and the other to wall substrate, designed to
support panels laterally; and base support brackets designed to support full weight of
panels; with both designed to allow panel removal.

INSTALLATION

install acoustical wall panels over drywall or masonry surface with vertical surfaces and
edges plumb, top edges level, and in alignment with other panels, scribed to fit adjoining
work accurately at borders and at penetrations. Comply with panel manufacturer's
printed instructions for installation of panels using type of mounting accessories indicated
or, if none indicated, as recommended by manufacturer.

Remove and replace panels which are damaged and are unacceptable to Architect.

CLEANING

A

Clean panels with fabric facing, upon completion of installation, to remove dust and other
foreign materials from the facing, using a dry brush or a vacuum or both.

Remove surplus materials, rubbish, and debris resulting from acoustical wall panel
installation upon completion of work, and leave areas of installation in a neat, clean
condition.
