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contract. (Receipt of a lower quotation from a non-DM/DWBE will not in itself excuse the DESIGN
BUILDER’S failure to meet contract goals);

Whether the DESIGN BUILDER provided interested DM/DWBEs assistance in reviewing the contract
plans and specifications;

Whether the DESIGN BUILDER assisted interested DM/DWBE in obtaining required bonding, lines of
credit or insurance;

Whether the DESIGN BUILDER'’S efforts were merely pro forma and, given all relevant circumstances,
could not reasonably be expected to provide sufficient DM/DWBE participation to meet the goals; and

Whether the DESIGN BUILDER has utilized DM/DWBE subcontractors on other contracts within the
past six (6) months.

This list is not intended to be exclusive or exhaustive and the COUNTY will look not only at the
different kinds of efforts that the DESIGN BUILDER has made, but also the quality, quantity and
intensity of those efforts.

The DESIGN BUILDER should contact the Economic Development Department immediately for
guidance and assistance in the event that:

The DESIGN BUILDER anticipates or has difficulty in identifying and/or obtaining. DM/DWBE’S for
subcontract participation;

The DESIGN BUILDER is unable to identify portions of the work that can be broken down for
DM/DWBE subcontractor participation.

The DESIGN BUILDER determines that breaking down the work is not possible.

Price alone does not constitute an acceptable basis for rejecting DM/DWBE subcontractor bids unless
DESIGN BUILDER can demonstrate that no reasonable price can be obtained from a DM/DWBE.

Any DESIGN BUILDER or firm which falsely represents, pursuant to this contract, that it is a
DM/DWBE firm, or which represents that it will use the services or commodities of a DMBE or DWBE
firm and subsequently does not do so, may be in breach of contract. Upon determination that a breach
has occurred, the COUNTY shall have all available remedies for breach of contract. In addition, without
affecting any other provision of this AGREEMENT, all amounts paid to the DESIGN BUILDER or firm
under the AGREEMENT intended for expenditure with the minority business enterprises will be
forfeited and recoverable by the COUNTY. The COUNTY at its sole discretion may waive the breach
and available remedies; however, waiver of rights under this provision does not constitute a waiver of
rights for breach of any other provision of this AGREEMENT.

All violations of this section may be referred to the appropriate law enforcement authorities for
investigation and prosecution under applicable state, local and federal law.

Any DM/DWBE procuring or entering into a contract agreement to perform work for which the
DM/DWBE is not properly licensed is in violation of Hillsborough County Ordinances 86-6, 86-7, 86-8,
86-9 and 86-10 and Chapter 489, Part 1, Florida Statutes, and violations thereof may be referred to the
appropriate authorities for action.
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PROMPT PAYMENT

The DESIGN BUILDER shall certify in writing that all subcontractors and suppliers have been paid for
the work and materials from previous progress payments received (less any retainage) by the DESIGN
BUILDER prior to receipt of any further progress payments or state valid reasons for failing to do so.
Should the reason be determined to be insufficient by the Department of Economic Development's
DM/DWBE & SBE Programs Section, corrective action must be undertaken by the DESIGN BUILDER
with absolutely no additional compensation or time to be paid by the COUNTY. During the contract and
upon completion of the contract, the COUNTY may request documentation to certify payment to
subcontractors or suppliers. This provision in no way creates any contractual relationship between any
DESIGN BUILDER subcontractor and the COUNTY or any liability on the COUNTY for the DESIGN
BUILDER'’S failure to make timely payment to the subcontractor.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Department of Economic Development of Hillsborough County shall make periodic compliance
visits to the project site to assess the DESIGN BUILDER’S compliance with the provisions of this
section. Such visits may be unannounced. The DESIGN BUILDER shall make construction, inspection
reports available for review. (After each visit, a written report shall be provided to the DESIGN
BUILDER which will outline any findings that may have been detected along with recommendations for
corrections).

At the discretion of the Department, a written report may be developed if the Department determines that
the County’s DM/DWBE program requirements have been violated.
