
HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE 
 

• Garbage collection is scheduled twice per week. 

• Garbage must be placed out by 6:00AM on your collection day. 

• Garbage must be in a container (no larger than 35 gallons) or plastic garbage bags. 

• You are allowed a maximum of three (3) 35 gallon containers (or equivalent volume in bags) per 

collection. 

• Yard waste must not be mixed with garbage. 

• No container or bag may exceed fifty (50) pounds in weight. 

 
YARD WASTE COLLECTION 
 

• Yard waste collection is scheduled once per week, on one of your garbage collection days. 

• Yard waste must be placed at the curb by 6:00AM on your collection day. 

• You are allowed to put out up to 12-30 gallon containers (approximately 2 cubic yards of yard waste per 

collection). 

• Yard waste should be placed in reusable containers when possible, or bagged. 

• Yard waste, other than grass and leaves, should be placed in a container or bundled in uniform lengths of 

no more than four(4) feet and six (6) inches in diameter and not exceed fifty (50) pounds in weight. 

• To better distinguish yard waste from garbage, place your yard waste, at the curb, in a separate area than 

your garbage (i.e. on opposite sides of the driveway). 

 
RECYCLING COLLECTION 
 

• Recycling collection is scheduled once per week, on one of your garbage collection days. 

• Recyclables must be placed at the curb by 6:00AM on your collection day. 

• Each residence is provided two (2) recycling bins (one blue and one green) by your solid waste collection 

company. 

• For details about the items that are collected at curbside, please read the Do’s and Don’ts of Curbside 

Recycling in this newsletter. 

• Please place any excess in paper (supermarket) bags and put beside or on top of the recycling bins. 

• Place your recycling containers, at the curb, in a separate area than your garbage (i.e. on opposite sides of 

the driveway).
